C.F.K collaborated with Shwe Sa Bwe
restaurant in Yangon who supported the
venue for an exhibition of five artists, Win
Phyo, Tin Myint Mg, Zaw Min Htoo, Nay
Minn Zaw, U Than Maung. From 18–30
March, we displayed 20 colorful paintings
which expressed the beauty of Shan state
traditions, culture and landscape of Shan
mountains.

Every weekend, about 45 kids in
BawHseng (sometimes called
BawHsaing, a small town 20 miles
north of Heho airport) and about 25
kids in Kalaw have been attending
free art classes. As rural areas have
less exposure to the art, CFK is
creating a platform for them to learn
and experiment.
Two passionate artists Win Phyo and
Myo Thuzar have been volunteered
as teachers for over 6 months.
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About 40 guests joined for a private viewing
event on 18 March, Aye Thar Yar wine from
Shan State and canapes were offered.
